SBIF grants are intended to help small business owners renovate, expand or start-up businesses
along commercial and industrial corridors in Chicago.

Small business owners and property owners that lease to businesses in the Little Village SBIF
district can receive reimbursement grants of up to $150,000 for industrial projects to cover
the cost of eligible remodeling work.

The 30-day SBIF Application Period for

the Midwest TIF will be open
from August 1, 2018 to August 31, 2018 at 5 p.m.
